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Don’t See Your Views Bypassed, Daniels Urges

Labor Candidate for Ryan Ross Daniels has urged everyone to have their say about the Western
Bypass, right away.

“The Western Brisbane Transport Network Investigation starts soon, and it is important to make
sure they get the terms of reference right,” he said.

“Public submissions on the terms of reference for the Investigation close on 31 July.”

Mr Daniels said that local residents need to be reassured that the terms of reference for the
Investigation don’t prejudge any particular outcome.

“Making sure the terms of reference are right is the first step to stopping a freeway through
Brookfield and The Gap.”
